                                              Guidance Notes for Exhibitors 

The following guidelines may appear a liƩle blunt but they are there to ensure a safe enjoyable and successful rally for all 
involved. Your co-operaƟon would be appreciated and is expected in following them. 
· A speed limit of 5mph is in force on all parts of the rally field at all Ɵmes 
· All exhibitors are advised to carry a serviceable dry powder fire exƟnguisher of at least 2kg capacity. 
· Please do not bring any oxyacetylene equipment onto the rally field at any Ɵme.  
· The law requires petrol to be stored in approved containers with a maximum content of 5lt (plasƟc can) 10lt (steel 

can). 
· Please do not arrive on site before 8.30am on the day unless prior arrangements have been made with your steward  

and please depart before 8.00pm. 
· All exhibits must be in situ by 10.30am on the day. The event starts at 11.00am 
· All exhibits must remain in situ unƟl 5.00pm on the Sunday. Unless the event ends sooner.  
· All exhibits must follow the NVTEC Safety Code. Copies available from the site office. 
· Vehicles must not move on the public area of the rally field, during hours of public access, unless authorized by a 

steward. Please save your fuel by not starƟng your exhibit too early and please Waite to be instructed to move  
· All persons driving a vehicle on the rally field must hold a current driving license. 
· Passengers are not permiƩed on moving tractors regardless of the number of seats fiƩed. 
· Exhibitors must not interfere with, or dismantle safety fences at any Ɵme. 
· Do please book in with your steward on arrival. 
· Please take responsibility for your pets.  Please keep them on a lead, please do not allow them to bark constantly 

and clean up aŌer them. 
· Do please note the parade Ɵmes and be ready to join in as requested by stewards. 
· Do please note this rally is not exempted under the “Off Road Provisions of the Road Traffic Act”. 
· The event Organiser’s reserve the right, at their sole discreƟon, to expel any person from the Rally Field. 
· All exhibitors are responsible for having there own public liability insurance policy
